Tiny, baby Paige came to Forgotten Felines as 
a kitten with a broken jaw and a bone marrow 
disease that required extensive testing, surgeries 
and blood transfusions.  Sadly, she did not 
survive.  Chris was hit by a car, and lost the 
use of his back legs.  He is able to drag himself 
around his foster home, but requires many 
visits to the doctor due to complications related 
to his paralysis.  Bugsy is an older cat with 
deformed front legs who was diagnosed with 
hyperthyroidism.  Grady has ears so bent and full 
of polyps that he was deaf when found wandering 
along a busy street.  He has undergone one 
surgical procedure, and is likely to need more.  
Hyatt, a declawed cat, was abandoned by her 
owner when left outside during the cold winter 
to find food and warmth.  Sweet Pumpkin who is 
deaf and blind was rescued after wandering around in 
circles lost and confused in the middle of a busy street.

These are just a few examples of the heartbreaking, 
horrific stories of our recent rescues.  At Forgotten 
Felines, we believe that each and every cat we 
take in deserves the chance to live the happiest and 
healthiest life possible, and we do whatever it takes 
to ensure that.
